80th Operations Group 

Chartered as the Euro-NATO Joint Jet Pilot Training (ENJJPT) Program, 13 nations work as one to produce fighter pilots for the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO) Alliance.  A fully integrated staff of 466 personnel leads the way in three flying training squadrons, one operational support squadron and one reserve flying training squadron.  Employing 217 T-37, T-38 and AT-38 aircraft, and flying 79,000 hours, ENJJPT trains up to 256 student pilots, 110 instructor pilots and 145 Introduction to Fighter Fundamentals trainees each year.

80th Operations Support Squadron

The 80th Operations Support Squadron is a multinational squadron comprised of 200 personnel from 13 nations, providing operational support for the ENJJPT Program.  The squadron is responsible for airfield and airspace management, weather, air traffic control, flight records, aircraft and academic scheduling, life support, computer systems, personnel records, and information management.  The squadron supports 210 permanent party and 245 student personnel yearly.

88th Flying Training Squadron

The 88th Flying Training Squadron is a multinational training unit responsible for training more than 250 student pilots per year and upgrading instructor pilots for follow-on duty as fighter pilots and instructor pilots for the NATO Alliance.  Considered Air Education and Training Command's (AETC) most diverse flying training squadron, the 88th Flying Training Squadron flies three different mission design series aircraft and consists of more than 70 people, representing 13 different nations, in eight training flights.  The unit flies the T-37B and the T-38A in ENJJPT’s Pilot Instructor Training Course, and teaches Air-to-Air and Air-to-Ground combat fundamentals in the AT-38B, Introduction to Fighter Fundamentals Course.

89th Flying Training Squadron

The 89th Flying Training Squadron is a multinational flying training squadron comprised of 95 personnel from 13 nations.  The squadron is responsible for providing primary jet flying training in support of the ENJJPT Program by employing 94 primary-assigned T-37 aircraft, flying 28,000 sorties and more than 36,000 hours with about 90 instructor pilots and up to 256 student pilots in order to train and prepare them for advanced flying training in the T-38.

90th Flying Training Squadron

The 90th Flying Training Squadron is AETC's largest T-38 multinational flying training squadron comprised of 97 personnel from 13 NATO nations.  They are responsible for providing advanced jet flying training, including aerobatics, instruments, four-ship formation and two-ship low-level training, in support of the ENJJPT Program.  With 98 assigned T-38 aircraft, the squadron flies 31,900 sorties and more than 36,000 hours to transition 250 pilot candidates to combat aircraft each year.

97th Flying Training Squadron

The 97th Flying Training Squadron (340th Flying Training Group) trains and provides a reserve of experienced instructor pilots to augment AETC's instructor cadre in the event of wartime mobilization.  During wartime, or in the event of hostilities, the unit is mobilized to offset the anticipated loss of experienced active-duty pilot inputs into AETC's pilot instructor training pipeline.
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
