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    SHEPPARD AIR FORCE BASE, Texas – A Pittsfield, Mass. World War II veteran will be awarded five medals and a Sharpshooter Badge with Rifle Bar for his service in the China-Burma-India Theater, Sunday.


Morton J. Bunt will be presented the six medals by his grandson, Air Force Capt. Mark L. Ashman on Independence Day, 58 years after his honorable discharge from the Army.


Bunt’s achievements include the Army Good Conduct medal, American Campaign medal, Asiatic-Pacific Campaign medal with two Bronze Star attachments, WWII Victory medal, Honorable Service Lapel Button WWII and Sharpshooter Badge with Rifle Bar for service in the CBI Theater.


“Never in my wildest dreams would I have imagined that I would be awarded these medals at my age by my grandson who I’m so very proud of,” said Bunt.


Bunt was a member of the 2005th Ordnance Maintenance Company and drove heavy vehicles in connection, salvage and recovery of ordnance equipment for 21 months in the CBI Theater.


The paper work for Bunt’s medals was never submitted, explained Captain Ashman and he decided to take it upon himself to submit the necessary documents and papers to ensure his grandfather was properly honored for his service in WWII.


“One of the most valuable lessons I have learned as a young officer in the United States Air Force is that you must recognize your troops for a job well done,” said Ashman.  “It fills me with pride to present my grandfather with these medals because he is a true war hero and is most deserving to receive these honors.”

Bunt served in the Army from Dec. 1, 1942 through March 13, 1946 when he was honorably discharged at the rank of Staff Sergeant.
