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SHEPPARD AIR FORCE BASE, Texas – Staff Sgt. Jason Arindain was sentenced to life in prison by a military judge today for the murder of Staff Sgt. Shelby Orelup.

Sergeant Arindain was found guilty of unpremeditated murder but found not guilty on the charges of rape, forcible sodomy, and felony murder.  Sergeant Arindain also received reduction in rank to E-1, forfeiture of all pay and allowances, and a dishonorable discharge.  

Sergeant Arindain was represented by Maj. Kathleen Reder, Capt. Shawn Vandenberg and Capt. Jeffrey Palomino.  Maj. Joseph Kiefer, Maj. Sean Maltbie and Capt. Wade Rhyne prosecuted the case for the government.  The case was presided over by Col. Mary Boone, Chief Circuit Trial Judge for the central circuit.
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
